Many parents have found it useful to report their child’s absence through illness on the School Spider app: although this method isn’t yet included in our absence reporting policy, it is an acceptable and easy way to let us know why your child isn’t in school. We ask that you send us notification before 9am on each day of absence, via whichever method you find easiest.
