As the weather improves, please take note of the school’s Hot Weather Policy which says: “Parents are encouraged to apply a high factor sun cream (35 plus) to their child’s face, neck, arms and legs before the start of the school day. Sunscreen is not to be applied to pupils by members of staff. Older pupils are able to re-apply sunscreen for the afternoon session if needed. Parents are able to attend school during the lunch period to re-apply sun cream when necessary. Staff will supervise the younger children if they need to re-apply sunscreen for the afternoon session.”
